Curtis, president and CEO, co-founded Louisiana Health Care Review, Inc., in 1986 and has led the growth of the local company into a health care management and quality improvement organization managing health care quality for millions of beneficiaries.

Although the corporate offices remain in Louisiana, the company is changing its name to eQHealth Solutions to better reflect its presence in multiple states. Today, eQHealth works on behalf of Medicare in Louisiana and the Medicaid agencies in Illinois and Mississippi, with anticipated new contracts in several other states.

eQHealth Solutions works with health care providers, consumers and customers to achieve sustainable cost savings, improvements in the quality of care and reductions in unnecessary medical utilization. 

The company was chosen by the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) to manage one of only 15 Care Transitions projects funded in the nation. The program’s goal is to reduce the high rate of unnecessary re-hospitalizations. Nationally, the Medicare Payment Advisory Commission estimates these readmissions add $12 billion in unnecessary costs to Medicare alone, not including the costs incurred by individual beneficiaries. 

The program is receiving national notice for its initial results. And, “Care Transitions” has been included as a feature of the current health care reform bills being debated in Congress.
